• There are 55 countries in Africa

• Africa is the world’s hottest continent with one third being 
desert

• Over 90% of the soil is unsuitable for agriculture 

• Over 240 million Africans suffer from chronic 
undernourishment

• The continent’s population will more than double to 2.3 
billion people by 2050

• Africa is the world’s poorest and most underdeveloped 
continent – accounts for just 2.4% of global GDP

• 30% of mineral reserves and is the fourth largest oil 
producer
